Dear Chairman,

Please allow me to express my concern about Kang Gun, a South Korean national who was abducted by North Korean agents operating in China. He was last seen on 4 March 2005. He was reportedly taken across the border into North Korea and held for six months in the State Security Agency facility in Chongjin in North Hamgyong province. He was interrogated and possibly tortured and then taken to a detention facility in Pyongyang. I fear he is at risk of further torture or execution.

I urge you to release Kang Gun and allow him to leave North Korea, or to charge him with a recognizable criminal offence and give him a prompt and fair trial. In the meantime, I ask you to acknowledge that, and disclose where, Kang Gun is being detained.

I am confident of your good will and sense of justice.
