Dear Procurador General,

Please allow me to express my concern about the investigations into the death of video journalist Brad Will, who was shot on 27 October 2006 as he was filming a clash in the city of Oaxaca between supporters of the opposition group the Popular Assembly of the People of Oaxaca (APPO) and supporters and officials of the local governing party. 

In October 2008 Juan Manuel Martínez, an APPO sympathizer, was arrested for Will’s killing. He is now on trial but denies any involvement in the crime. The Oaxaca authorities carried out investigations into the killing, but these turned out to be incomplete and unreliable as there was no attempt to interview all suspects and witnesses. Forensic experts of the NGO Physicians for Human rights and the National Human Rights Commission have criticised the investigations. 
I urge you to carry out a thorough and impartial review of the investigations into Brad Will’s death and to give a fair trial to Juan Manuel Martínez.

I am confident of your good will and sense of justice.
